What is ultraviolet (UV) radiation? 
UV radiation comes from the sun, but unlike sunlight, it can’t be seen or felt. It comes directly from the sun 
and can also be scattered in the air and reflected by surfaces such as buildings, concrete, glass, sand, snow 
and water. UV radiation can pass through light cloud and can be damaging to skin on cool, cloudy days as 
well as on hot, sunny days. 
There are three types of UV radiation: 
• UVA: transmits freely through the earth’s atmosphere. 
• UVB: about 15% of UVB transmits through to the earth’s atmosphere. The rest is absorbed by ozone. 
• UVC: is absorbed by ozone and does not reach the earth’s surface. 
UVA and UVB both contribute to sunburn, skin ageing, eye damage and skin cancer. Your risk of 
developing skin cancer is related to the amount of UV radiation you are exposed to over your lifetime, 
particularly in childhood.
